Mike Kowalski motions to approve minutes from previous meeting – Jim seconds – minutes approved

TREASURERS REPORT:  $32,132. 81 in checking account - $625.34 in savings account.  According to IRS the 2009 form 990 has not been filed

JR CHAIR REPORTS:

J4, 5, 6 - 3 races to date.  All is going well.  J4 Speed at Okemo, we have 5 slots.  Jim went and we had 1 girl and 4 boys attend.  It was a great experience for NJ athletes.  We should try to work with other states to keep this type of venue working.

J3 – We had 5 slots for ERS but 2 athletes declined for economics reasons, 2 declined due to illness.  We had to go to first year J3’s because of the declines.  The selection criteria is by results for quota slots and by coaches recommendations for discretionary slots.  There were issues with the selection process so we need to make adjustments so that we stay transparent.  Beth Chrobock spoke as a J3 parent.  She felt that there was too much racing in 3 weeks time.  Dave said the Competition Committee will consider this for next year.  
J1-2 – 2 races are complete with results in.  Gavin Hyer, Brenden Drexler and Vinnie Corrado attended FIS race,  NJR and Developmental must go through Rich at least 2 weeks in advance.

We need to address athlete’s qualifications.  Guidelines are in the comp guide and need to be clear.  Policy and Procedures need to be addresses and ready by June 30th for the Competition Committee.

ACC – Rob has been participating in weekly conference calls.  USSA is trying to get historical minutes on the website.

OFFICIALS:  We are really down on TD’s.  We have Rich and Schone at this time and maybe Dan Grund.  We need more jury radios if we continue to have multiple venue races.
