With the objective to improve experiences and increase participation, NJSRA would pilot COED racing for the J5/6 category in the 2011/2012 competition season.
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ATHLETE QUALIFICATIONS:

Accept the verbiage recommended below:

3. To be eligible for a NJSRA state quota slot, a racer must meet ALL of the following requirements: 

a. Belong to an NJSRA-USSA affiliated club; AND 

b. Train primarily in within NJSRA (at least 65% of the training days available between January 1st and the date of the last age category qualifier.) 

Membership in a state racing association is required. A competitor may only belong to one state association. A racer shall race for the state and region in which he/she is training on a long-term basis. The decision must be made at the start of the season and must be abided by for the entire season, unless there are extraordinary circumstances. Competitors must join their State Association by December 31st. All applications are subject to NJSRA Board approval. 

Out of State Training 
Post-season teams and regional competition quota spots are available to qualified athletes that are affiliated and “actively training” with a program within the NJSRA. ("Actively training" is defined as training at least 65% of the training days available between January 1st and the date of the last age category qualifier.)

Any athlete regularly conducting their training with a program that is not a recognized NJSRA member program is not eligible for NJSRA post-season teams and quota spots. 

It is recognized that some athletes may choose to pursue early-season training opportunities with other programs. These training activities must be completed by December 31st of the competition season, or a review of the activity may be conducted by NJSRA.

If the training activities are deemed in violation of the USSA rules governing such activity, further disciplinary action (up to and including suspension from competition) may be taken by the NJSRA Board of Directors at the recommendation of the Competition Committee. 

Other athletes may have opportunities to visit out-of-state programs during the competition season. NJSRA does not discourage these activities. However, the Age Category Chair must be notified of the location and duration of the training in advance who will bring these requests to the Competition Committee for board recommendation and approval. Notification MUST be made to the Age Category Chair by email in advance of attending the training camp. (An example of this type of training might be attending a FLEX session at GMVS, or a FAST week at SMS.)

Training activity that is in violation of the USSA rules may result in a review of the activity by NJSRA. If the training activities are in violation of the USSA rules, further disciplinary action (up to and including suspension from competition) may be taken by the NJSRA Board of Directors at the recommendation of the Competition Committee. 

Any athlete found to be a simultaneous member of any other state organization will be disqualified from eligibility for any NJSRA quota spot or post-season team.
